"kthEREAS, the formerly abundant sea-run Atlantic salmon in New l;,ngland rivers 

has become depleted thr(mgh a varlety of adverse circumstances, with a 

consequent 10s8 of' valuable recreaticHlal Hnd cotnlaercial-fishing as~,"ets, 

although such adverse circumstances now have ciIneliorated in some areas 

to the extent that a program of salmon rest.oration is prac::ticable in 

certain rivers of the Stat€ of Maine, and 

WHEREAS, the Inland Depart:rlel.jt, the Sea and Shore DE3partwent, and the Service, 

are il1dividually a.nd col1ectively interested and concerned, through the 

exercise of their legally prescribed ar..d rcs)6ctive functions, in a 

restoration program for the sea-run s<11mon. to be conducted tllrough ar-

tificial propagation and increased biological researcb l:I.r.a scientj fic 

fishery managUrlient J and 

WHE11EAS, mutual and material adv8.!jtages in tLe condllct of their respectlve 

.functions and in the economy and e.ff'ect:iveness of the restoration program 



will result from cooperation and oQllaboration of saili Inland D0pHrtment, 

Sea and Shore Depart.ment, and Sorviee: 

NOW, ThbREFORE, IT IS ldU'l'UALLX Ai..lEt.ELlJ, as follow:;,: 

1. A research committee shall be established through the a.ppointment by 

responsible officials of one member to represent tbe Inland Depart­

ment; one memoer to represent the :S,ea and Sllore Department; and one 

m.ember to repreeent the Service, whose function shlll1 be to serve as 

a. coordinating agency for all sea-run salmon restora.tion and manage­

ment work. The dutiES of the cOlUr:Jittee shall be to develop and 

recommend & genert.:.l policy with respect to artificial propagatlon 

and stocking of sea-run salmon. and to develop plans and make ~.~' 

specific recorwnendations conoerning fishways, dams, stooking, fish-

ing regulations, pollution abatement, a.nd otJ~er needed meB.:sure5~ 

2. The responsible officials of the InltJJlld Department and the Sea and 

Shore Department hereby agree to regulate salmon fishing and fish­

eries in waters under tlJ€)ir sepal'ate or joint jurisdiction in aocord­

ance with the necessj.ty for such regulation; said regulntion to be 

based on the recoIllf(l.enctationa of th.€: rese~rch committee estabJ.isbed 

by Section 1 of this agreement. 

3. The recO!td'll.~ndation8 of the research' comznittee win be followed in 

detenninlng the numbers of spa:wning fish to be taktlr\ from any stream 

by duly authorized representatives or employees of tbe part.ies to 

this agreement. 

4. The bulk of the salmon hatched frot'!!. eggs collected 1.0 any stream 

vdll be returned to tlUlt streB!:, prcvided said Dtream is in suitable 

condition to' afford a fa"lorable hnbi.tat for sea-run salmon, said 



euitability to be indicated by :l.nvestigfl,tionc, ltnd recommendations 

of the research committee. 

5. The balance of the young salmon not retLlrned to their parent stream, 

as specif:ied in Section 4 of this agreement, will be planted in 

other suitable wa.ters in accor'dance I':i th the recomn~(;mdA.tions of the 

thE' atandpoir.t of restorHtioB, obtained £1'01:, exter,s:J.v .. ~ and wide-

spread stocking in past years wilen illuch greater num.ber~' of fish 

rw,tched from eggs secured in Cdn,ida an~l elsGwLel'e were distl'tbuted 

in Maine streM~8, the present })olicy ;:i1! be to confine stocking to 

two or three of the streariis most suitab10 for salfll.an. Concentration 

of the limited amount of stocking 'now pO~lsible; will provide the be5t 

ap;!ortuni ty for the development of 8ubstrklltial m~t.ur;:ll runs which 

are needed to der,:onstrate the pracUcaJ posslblUties of restoration 

worK, a.nd to provtde a source of ei~SG for later expansion of the 

work 'to include rehabilitation ~)f salmon runs in ot{j,Cr str(taJ:)s. 

6. Participat,ion of the Servioe and its employees in auy work or 

aoti vi ty incident to carrying out the purposes and terni$ of thj,$ 

agreement ahall be contJitioned by the (.J;vail4b111ty of funds, ;,>(.r-

sonnel, 'equIpment, and fi:l.ciU tit:'s, and 51.;3,11 11150 be 3ubJect to any 

laws of the Urn.ted Stato$ or regulations of the Department. of' the 

Inti;rior gov€'l'nir16 the act:tvi ties oj' the Service, 0):' to any ami ta.-

tions imposed by the Congres!':-, of t.h(>. Uni t~~d $t.'lt t1fc\ on t.h0 expenditure 

of appropriations for t.he work of said Ser'Vice. 

7. Data and results, acquired l.ndependentl,Y' or in collaboration, reh,ted 

to problems of mutua.l interest and concerning restoration of sea-run 

salmon sh8,ll be exchanged freely betwaun the cooperI1-ting at~encie8,

and each shall be free to publisb r€ports and scienti.fic pap~rs 

resulting from the coop~rative invefO\tig~ltions. All such reports 

and publications shall fjive due credit. to each of the COOI)erating 

parties. 

8. No member of or delegate to Congi'es50r resident comrnissioner after 

his election or ap:1ointment,J und eithl',r before 'Or after he }w.s 

qualif1.ed and during his continU1mce in office, and no offIcer, 

agent, or employee of' this Governmont shall be t"i.dmitted t.0 any 

share or pa.rt of this contract OJ':' agreement or to Hny benefit to 

arise thereupon;. and no convict labor sh.al1 be employed 1.n cnrry-

inrt out the terms of this a.greement J in <i.ccordt·mcewi.tL t.he Execut.i ve 

Ordel".signed MaY.12)" '1905 .. The;. provision horeintvith respect to 

the interests of m.el;lbers or of delei:iat.es to Congrfi-lss and res:l.der.t 

cOI!lfu.issioner~ in this a~reernent shall not be con5trued t.o extend 

to any incorpora.ted com.pany where such contra.ct or agreement is 

made for the genera1. benefit of such incorporation or compa.ny 

(tee. :3741 Revj.sed Statutes, anj S~')ctions 114-116, f·,ct of .March 4·, 

1909). 

9. This agreement, dated October 1, 19h1,'sllall become effective on 

the date of final 5.ip,'nnture mId shall r(~maln in force until can­

celled.. Anyone of the part:i..es to thi.s H'{rCel!1ent may effoct ,it$ 

termination by giving-six !.:l.onths' advance notice of it5 intenti:m 

to withdraw.
